The article examines credit relations as one of the most important categories of the market economy, which reflects
the real connections and interaction of the economic life of society. Attention is focused on interest income as the most
effective way of using the capital of a banking institution. It is noted that credit operations are usually classified as risky
types of financial operations of the bank. The problems of bank lending to Ukrainian business in the context of its influence
on the profitability of financial institutions are considered. The factors shaping the trends of bank lending in the conditions
of armed invasion are established and the signs of gradual adaptation of the economy of Ukraine to the state of war are
indicated. The dynamics of the NBU discount rate and its impact on sectoral indicators of economic growth in Ukraine
are analyzed. It is shown how changes in the monetary policy of the central bank affect the readiness of market subjects
to borrow, invest, save and consume. Factors that influenced the standards for approving applications for lending to
households were considered, and five main reasons for denying them credit were indicated. Attention is focused on the
structure of loans under state guarantees by types of economic activity, among which loans granted to the agricultural
sector predominate. The role of the state program "Affordable loans 5-7-9%" in shaping banks' profits and covering part
of their credit risk is shown. The distribution of loan agreements concluded under this state program in terms of lending
purposes is given. Borrowers pay special attention to the following goals: anti-war, to support agricultural producers,
investment, anti-crisis, refinancing. Problems hindering the expansion of lending for the recovery of the economy have
been identified. The main among them are the low number of solvent customers and the lack of sufficient capital, the
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unpredictability of the development of the situation in Ukraine and the unpredictable actions of the state. It has been
established that today the potential source of increasing the volume of real lending to the Ukrainian economy and
improving its financial efficiency for banks remains the expansion of preferential lending.
