The article examines the essence the role of cultural heritage as a strategic
resource for sustainable territorial development in Ukraine. The research analyzes
theoretical and methodological foundations of key concepts including "cultural
heritage," "sustainable territorial development,” "strategic resource," "public
administration,” "spatial planning," and "creative industries." The investigation
examines functions and mechanisms of public administration in preservation,
utilization, and promotion of cultural heritage, identifying problems and
improvement perspectives within the Ukrainian context. The study considers spatial
planning as a crucial instrument for integrating cultural heritage into sustainable
development strategies, analyzing Ukrainian practices and international experience
while determining the potential of creative industries as catalysts for sustainable
territorial development based on cultural heritage. Examples of successful
Ukrainian and international cases of heritage site revitalization and creative cluster
development are presented. The research analyzes financing models and
mechanisms for public engagement in sustainable development projects based on
cultural heritage. Contemporary understanding of cultural heritage has evolved
from static preservation of objects to recognition of heritage as a dynamic resource
integrated into balanced socio-economic, ecological, spatial, and cultural
development, systematically utilized to achieve long-term sustainable territorial
development goals. International institutions consistently emphasize the importance
of "sustainability" in cultural heritage, requiring comprehensive approaches
encompassing socio-economic viability and territorial community welfare. The
Council of Europe emphasizes social heritage value and community engagement
necessity, while the European Union recognizes heritage as vital resource for human
development, cultural diversity strengthening, and intercultural dialogue promotion.
However, effective implementation requires purposeful public administration
activities, effective policies, and appropriate investments, demanding public
authorities transition from purely regulatory-protective roles to facilitators,
partners, and strategic investors. Within sustainable territorial development context,
cultural heritage contributes to all three components - economic, social, and
ecological - increasingly considered in research as independent fourth dimension.

Economic components manifest through tourism development, job creation, small



and medium business support, real estate value growth, and multiplicative effects
for related industries. Social components involve strengthening national and local
identity, enhancing social cohesion, improving population education levels, life
quality enhancement, and expanding community self-realization opportunities.
Ecological components include potential for sustainable practice promotion and
adaptive reuse possibilities for historical buildings, reducing new construction
needs and associated environmental impacts. Public administration plays central
role in transforming cultural heritage potential into effective sustainable
development factor, as its functions and mechanisms encompass wide activity
spectrum including policy formation and strategic planning, regulation and
supervision, resource allocation and financial management, coordination and
interdepartmental cooperation, capacity building, information management and
digitization, public engagement and participation, promotion and international
cooperation. Current Ukrainian problems including excessive regulation, outdated
audit methods, and crisis response instead of proactive development formation
indicate transition necessity toward coordinator, facilitator, and change catalyst
roles. Successful international models emphasize partnership, strategic vision, and
adaptive reuse, as heritage's multifaceted character as sustainable development
resource requires managing diverse interests impossible through vertical control
alone. The study confirms significant but largely unrealized strategic potential of
cultural heritage for Ukrainian territorial sustainable development, encompassing
economic, social, and ecological dimensions, with effective public administration
playing key role requiring transition from predominantly control-protective
functions toward strategic partnership, facilitation, and favorable condition

creation.
