The article investigates volunteering as a significant form of realizing the
passionary potential of individuals and communities in the context of post-conflict
reconstruction. It emphasizes that during war and the period of recovery, especially in
Ukraine, volunteering emerges not only as a practical response to urgent needs but
also as a crucial mechanism of social mobilization, civic solidarity, and transformation
of community life. Drawing on an interdisciplinary perspective, the concept of
passionarity is interpreted as a socio-psychological phenomenon that reflects the
capacity of people to generate social energy, sustain moral motivation, and initiate
constructive change under extreme conditions. Volunteer activity is shown to
strengthen resilience, restore broken social ties, rebuild trust, and provide
communities with effective tools for overcoming crisis consequences. Particular
attention is devoted to the inner motivations of volunteers, which are shaped by
empathy, values, altruism, and civic responsibility, as well as to the external outcomes
of passionarity, such as grassroots initiatives, the expansion of volunteer networks,
coordination with public institutions, and the institutionalization of sustainable civic
practices. Volunteering is therefore described not only as a form of immediate
humanitarian support but also as a long-term driver of collective identity formation,
civic participation, and social cohesion. It plays a decisive role in rebuilding trust
between citizens and authorities, encouraging cooperation among institutions and
communities, and fostering innovative forms of democratic involvement. The article
further argues that the volunteer movement contributes to transforming traumatic
wartime experiences into resources for renewal, learning, and growth, thus enabling

communities to redefine their identity and strengthen their adaptive capacities. It also



highlights the role of volunteering in shaping new models of solidarity, nurturing
participatory democracy, and promoting accountability as essential dimensions of
social transformation in transitional societies. The conclusions suggest that further
research should focus on exploring the motivational and psychological mechanisms of
volunteering, analyzing the dynamics of its interaction with state structures, and
evaluating the long-term effects of volunteer engagement on resilience, social

cohesion, and the sustainable development trajectories of post-conflict societies.
