This article examines the phenomenon of institutional trust in the state
apparatus as a critical determinant of effective public governance, particularly
under conditions of war and rapid societal transformation. Despite the salience of
this issue, trust in civil servants as a distinct institutional group remains one of the
least researched topics in Ukrainian political science and sociology. While annual
public opinion surveys regularly measure trust in state authorities in general,
empirical data specifically focused on attitudes toward bureaucrats are limited and
fragmented, which complicates the identification of the key factors shaping public

perceptions. Nevertheless, the available evidence suggests that persistently low



levels of trust are strongly influenced by moral-ethical expectations and behavioral
assessments of officials’ conduct.

The article highlights the problem of conflating civil servants with political
actors, a tendency reinforced by the high degree of personalization in Ukrainian
politics. Within a neopatrimonial context, the bureaucracy is often perceived as
inseparable from the political class, generating a “spillover distrust” effect in which
reputational scandals involving politicians extend to the entire administrative
apparatus. Negative personal experiences of interaction with public institutions
further deepen the gap between citizens’ democratic expectations and the practical
functioning of administrative procedures.

Methodologically, the study draws attention to the terminology used in
sociological surveys, where respondents are asked to evaluate “officials” rather
than public or civil servants. This linguistic choice carries inherent negative
connotations, shaped by long-standing media narratives and public stereotypes that
link officials with corruption and burdensome bureaucracy. The article also
analyzes the rising number of disciplinary proceedings in the civil service,
interpreting this trend as an ambiguous indicator: while it may signal increasing
institutional transparency, it may simultaneously reflect declining executive
discipline under wartime pressures.

Overall, the study elucidates the complex nature of trust in Ukraine’s state
apparatus and outlines key directions for further research on institutional trust in

fragile governance environments.
