The article considers the following three fundamental categories that underlie all
other political science concepts: society as the unity of its governing (state in the
narrow sense of the word) and governed (civil society) subsystems (parts, spheres,
etc.); the state itself (government in the broad sense) as the governing sphere, civil
society as the governed sphere. Regarding this understanding of civil society, we
can immediately notice that, firstly, it is only a further specification of the original
Hegelian general definition of civil society as a non-state sphere. However,
secondly, it should be noted that this specification is clearly politicized in nature -
an additional, negative characteristic of the politicized nature of these civil society
organizations. It is noted that at the same time, the negative definition of "non-
commercial" still does not clearly indicate the politicized nature of these civil
society organizations, among which, as we know, there may be organizations and
non-politicized ones (for example, environmental, women's, etc.). Thus, this
understanding of civil society is not specific enough and requires detailed research.
It is proposed to consider civil society in modern political science as understood,
first of all, as a special part (sphere) of society in which its private life takes place,
in contrast to and in opposition to the state sphere in which the state-wide life of
society is realized. In this sense, any sufficiently developed society and two main
spheres - civil our society and the state (governments in the broadest sense).
However, civil society in modern political science also means a special historical
type of society, a characteristic feature of which is a high level of emancipation of
private life from state regulation and control. The extreme stage of development of
such a society is the state in which the sphere of civil society begins to dominate its
state sphere. In many ways, this state of society is characteristic of modern
Western, liberal-democratic society, which is characterized by this as civil. Finally,
thirdly, civil society today is increasingly understood not as the entire non-state

sphere of society, but only as that part of it in which non-state and non-commercial



civil society organizations operate. This definition of it essentially follows from its
first understanding as a special, non-state sphere of public life. However, due to
the negative nature of the definition of organizations operating in this sphere, its
positive content still remains insufficiently specific and vague, in particular, the
question of the legitimacy of the politicized activity of this sphere remains

uncertain.
