The article is devoted to the disclosure of foreign experience in post-conflict
reconstruction governance and the possibilities of its implementation in Ukraine.
It is determined that today there are many regions where various political and
military conflicts take place, which lead to the destruction of both the political and
socio-economic systems. Even with the active assistance of the international
community, the process of reintegration of occupied territories into political,
economic and cultural life falls under the jurisdiction of the state, under whose
internationally recognized sovereignty these territories are located. The state must
not only fully restore the territories affected by military actions, but also provide
appropriate conditions for the effective operation of all components of the
management system.

The features of post-conflict recovery in Germany and Japan are given.
These are just a few examples of states with quite attractive and useful experience
in the field of public administration of post-conflict recovery. Undoubtedly, this
should not be considered an exclusive list, however, the experience in this area of
these countries confirms the importance of implementing rational steps aimed at
creating appropriate conditions for further development. It is worth emphasizing
that the experience of each country requires a thorough separate study,

identification of problems and shortcomings that were solved in the process of its



recovery.

The main aspects of the recovery of the Ukrainian Republic after World War
Il are determined. It is established that the recovery of the Ukrainian SSR after
World War Il and the reconstruction of Germany have various conditions and
goals. Thus, Ukraine, being part of the USSR, experienced great destruction and
losses, but the recovery took place under the strict control of the Soviet authorities
in the direction of industrialization and collectivization. In turn, Germany, which
was divided into two parts, underwent significant changes in the political and
economic system, and its restoration aimed at democratization and denazification,
primarily in West Germany. In contrast, Japan, which lost the war, was occupied
and experienced comprehensive socio-economic changes, but managed to realize
rapid economic recovery.

The most threatening and positive moments in foreign experience of state
management of post-conflict recovery are highlighted. It is found that the process
of post-conflict recovery is multifaceted and includes not only the restoration of
destroyed facilities, but also all aspects of the socio-economic life of the state.
Success in this depends on the use of a systemic approach and the proper
combination of international assistance and effective domestic policy. It is
determined that international financial and logistical assistance is the main source

of post-conflict recovery for most states.
