In order to improve the organization of recreational activities with
the use of business analytics technologies, the most diverse natural ecosystems
should be selected, which are evaluated according to such criteria as climate,
vegetation, the presence of water bodies, terrain, and the combination of ecosystems.
The conducted analysis gave reasons to assert that for the development of
recreational enterprises it is necessary to approach systematically, to attract
investments both for improving the material base and for ensuring a high level of
technical armament of the recreational sector. In order to select, substantiate the
most promising and profitable business projects, and reduce their riskiness, it is
advisable to involve business analytics. Business analytics can provide an enabling
State-of-the-art technology foundation for successful optimization initiatives through
cost savings, improved customer experience and increased sales that are essential for
long-term growth. Prospects for further investigations will be analysis with the help

of business analytics, business processes of a recreational enterprise.
