The article is devoted to the study of the de-dollarization process in the
international economy and existing approaches to the possibility of replacing the
US dollar in the global financial system. The main events that had the most
significant impact on the establishment of the US dollar as a world reserve
currency are determined. Additionally, the structure of official foreign exchange
reserves is analyzed. It is emphasized that the leading global reserve currency is
the US dollar, but over the past two decades, the share of global reserves in US
dollars has decreased. The reasons for the revival of the process of de-
dollarization of the world economy in 2023 are indicated, namely: deepening
regional financial integration, establishing cooperation between countries based
on common geopolitical interests, fears of financial sanctions from the United

States, growing US budget deficit and public debt, and unstable US monetary



policy as well. The authors point out the main instruments of manifestation of the
de-dollarization process in the global economic system as of 2023, providing
examples in the following areas: transition to settlements in national currencies in
bilateral trade; projects of creation of common currencies (on the example of
Argentina and Brazil); diversification of foreign exchange reserves of countries;
fragmentegration of the geopolitical world as a prerequisite for the creation of
currency blocs (on the example of BRICS). The authors suggest that a common
currency, sur, could be introduced into circulation between the member countries
of MERCOSUR if the initiative is successful. It is established that at this stage of
development of the world economy, there are a number of significant factors that
make it impossible to replace the US dollar with the Chinese yuan in international
settlements. These include, first and foremost, low liquidity of the RMB, the issue
of free conversion, and insufficient openness and flexibility of the Chinese currency
market. The authors made a reasoned conclusion about the impossibility of
replacing the US dollar as an international reserve currency in the short and

medium term.
