This research is dedicated to the resilience of an economy under sanctions
and its impact on the architecture of post-conflict recovery. The paper defines the
concept of "economic resilience" and summarizes key scientific approaches,
interpreting it as the capacity of an economic system not only to withstand external
shocks but also to adapt to new conditions, ensuring recovery and subsequent
development.

Current models of post-conflict recovery prove to be inadequate for
analyzing the economies of countries that have adapted for years to developing
under conditions of international isolation, as classical approaches do not account
for the profound structural and institutional changes that an economy undergoes

under the influence of sanctions. A scientific problem arises in understanding how



the adaptation mechanisms formed under the pressure of sanctions affect the
future development trajectory and the recovery model.

The objective of the study is to determine the impact of economic resilience
mechanisms, formed under international sanctions, on the architecture of the post-
conflict recovery of a national economy.

The article analyzes a three-tier model of economic resilience — combining
resistance, adaptation, and transformation of economic structures — which helps
identify the core stability mechanisms that form under sanction-related constraints.
A comparative analysis of the experiences of Iraq and South Africa is presented,
showcasing two contrasting examples of how sanctions impact economic structure
and recovery.

It has been established that the key structure-forming factor for the future
recovery model is not the fact of sanctions itself, but the type of economic
resilience that is formed. The analysis of the Iraq case demonstrated a scenario of
resilience collapse, in which comprehensive sanctions and the emergence of
pathological survival mechanisms directly led to the formation of a dependent
architecture of external governance with dysfunctional institutions. In contrast, the
case of South Africa is an example of transformational resilience, where the
pressure of sanctions, combined with internal factors (the position of business
elites), became a catalyst for political change and allowed for the formation of a
market-based, globally integrated architecture.

It is established that the type of economic resilience developed determines
not only a country's ability to manage the challenges and consequences of
sanctions but also the architecture of its subsequent development. Under the
pressure of sanctions, a balance between resistance, adaptation, and
transformation creates the potential for a transition from survival to sustainable

economic growth.
