The article summarizes the global experience in the formation and
management of tourism clusters and identifies opportunities for their adaptation in
Ukraine. It emphasizes that clusters in tourism and the hotel and restaurant
business arise from the effective interaction of four key actors — business,
government, science, and community — ensuring competitiveness, innovation, and
sustainable regional development. Based on the analysis of the European,
American, and Asian models, the paper reveals that successful clusterization
depends on institutional support, public-private partnerships, investments in
infrastructure, digital transformation, and cultural and territorial branding. The
European model (Italy, Spain, Austria, Scandinavian countries) is characterized by
a high level of governmental involvement and focus on local identity, gastronomy,
and ecological sustainability. The American model (USA, Canada) relies mainly on
business initiative, marketing alliances, and self-regulation mechanisms. The Asian

model (Japan, China, South Korea) demonstrates strong state coordination, large-



scale investments, and integration of traditions with technological innovation. The
article highlights that cluster development enhances the competitiveness of tourist
destinations by improving cooperation among enterprises, fostering innovation,
and attracting new investments. For Ukraine, the research substantiates the need
to adapt international cluster practices to national realities through the creation of
a coherent cluster policy, expansion of partnerships between the public and private
sectors, development of modern infrastructure and digital services, and the
promotion of regional cultural and natural resources. The practical significance of
the study lies in its proposals to strengthen the institutional and innovation
potential of Ukrainian tourism, facilitate sustainable growth, increase employment,
and enhance the country’s international image and investment attractiveness. It
has been determined that the cluster approach in tourism and the hotel and
restaurant business is an effective mechanism for improving the efficiency of
tourism management, strengthening the competitiveness of regions, and ensuring
their sustainable socio-economic development. Its adaptation to the Ukrainian
context will contribute to the creation of a modern ecosystem of sustainable

tourism and the integration of Ukraine into the global tourism space.
