The article examines the current global transformations in the sphere of
international tourism, which are taking place in the context of the post-pandemic
recovery of the world economy. It is determined that the tourism sector, as a
component of the global services market, plays a key role in the formation of GDP,
employment and the development of related industries. In 2024 a full-fledged
recovery of international tourism was recorded after the COVID-19 pandemic: the
number of international tourist arrivals reached almost 1.4 billion, and tourism
revenues amounted to 1.7 trillion USD. Along with the positive dynamics of the
main indicators of international tourism development, significant changes are also
observed in the market, caused by the growing role of digital technologies and
innovations, changes in the behavioral reactions of consumers of tourism services,
the challenges of sustainable development and environmental sustainability,
geopolitical and economic risks, etc. Based on data from the World Tourism
Organization, the World Trade Organization, and the World Economic Forum, key

indicators of international tourism development were analyzed. Key trends in the



development of international tourism have been formulated on the basis of the
results of the ranking of countries according to the Travel and Tourism
Development Index (TTDI). The pandemic has triggered a transformation in
consumer tourism preferences, driven by post-pandemic awareness, with a
heightened focus on safety, personalized experiences, and local engagement. It
was concluded that global challenges, such as economic inequality, environmental
threats and digital transformation, require proactive policies from governments
and international organizations to ensure sustainable, inclusive and adaptive
development of the tourism sector in the future. The future success of the tourism
sector will largely depend on the ability of key stakeholders to swiftly adapt to
change, implement forward-looking strategies, and actively contribute to the

development of a resilient and inclusive global tourism model.
