The article provides a thorough analysis of the scale, structure, and
dynamics of the shadow economy in the countries of the Organization for
Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD). It reveals the essence of
shadow economic activity as a complex socio-economic phenomenon that
encompasses illegal production, hidden employment, tax evasion, and informal
financial transactions. It is argued that even highly developed countries face
various forms of shadowing, which negatively affect budgetary balance, the level
of competition, and the effectiveness of public administration. Based on statistical
data, OECD countries are grouped according to the level of shadow economy. low
(up to 10% of GDP), medium (10.1-19.9%), and high (over 20%). It has been
established that the lowest level of shadow economy is observed in countries with
developed digital infrastructure, a high level of tax culture, trust in the authorities,
and an effective tax administration system (Denmark, Sweden, Canada, Germany).
On the other hand, high levels of shadowing are characteristic of countries with
excessive tax burdens, bureaucratic procedures, weak institutional control, and a
significant share of cash payments (Italy, Greece, Hungary, Turkey).

Particular attention is paid to the impact of digitalization on the formation
of new forms of “digital shadowing,” in particular through cryptocurrencies, e-
commerce, the use of digital wallets, and the activities of informal online
platforms. Emphasis is placed on the need to improve legal mechanisms for

controlling digital transactions and to strengthen international coordination in the



field of tax information exchange. It has been proven that an effective policy of de-
shadowing requires a combination of institutional reforms, the development of
digital governance, the reduction of administrative barriers, and the promotion of
voluntary tax compliance. An important factor for success is the formation of a
culture of transparent business conduct and the improvement of financial literacy
among the population, which contributes to the strengthening of social capital and
trust in state institutions. The results obtained are of practical importance for the

formation of national economic security strategies and ensuring.
