The article presents a comprehensive study of the systemic transformation of
international economic relations (IER), which is taking place under the influence
of geo-economic fragmentation (GEF) in the period 2023-2025. The essence of
fragmentation is revealed as a politically motivated process of reversion of global
integration, initiated by states for reasons of national security and strategic
competition. The transition of the world economy from the model of
“hyperglobalization”, focused on minimizing costs, to the model of “stability and
security”, where economic expediency gives way to political loyalty, is analyzed in
detail. The main attention is paid to the identification and analysis of the channels
of transmission of fragmentation: trade, capital flows and technological diffusion.
Based on current IMF and WTO data, it is substantiated that trade fragmentation
leads to significant losses of global welfare, which in scenarios of complete
division into warring blocs can reach from 4,5% to 12% of world GDP. The
transformation of global supply chains through the implementation of corporate
strategies of ‘‘friend-shoring” (collaboration with allies) and ‘“near-shoring”
(bringing production closer to the consumer) is examined, as well as the evolution
of the “China Plus One” strategy, which involves the diversification of production

hubs outside the PRC in favor of Southeast Asian countries, India, and Mexico.



The phenomenon of “ideological sorting” of foreign direct investment (FDI)
is also analyzed, where capital is increasingly directed to geopolitically close
countries, especially in strategic sectors such as semiconductors and critical
minerals. The expansion of the BRICS+ bloc in 2024-2025, which currently covers
over 37% of global GDP and is initiating the de-dollarization of international
payments through the development of national payment systems and the use of
CBDC, is examined in detail.

The role of mega-regional agreements, in particular RCEP and CPTPP, as
“economic anchors” ensuring trade stability in the context of the WTO
institutional crisis is assessed. The impact of digital fragmentation and the
emergence of the concept of “technological sovereignty” on the competitiveness of
national economies is outlined. Finally, forecasts are formulated regarding the
prospects for “re-globalization” — a new form of integration based on the
diversification of suppliers and the inclusion of countries of the Global South in
new value chains on a more inclusive basis. The study contains practical
recommendations for adapting economic policy to the conditions of multipolarity

and reducing the risks of sanctions and tariff wars that escalated in 2025.
